Lobbies:  We took great pride in the renovations that have been done to the lobbies and we are ask-
ing for everyone’s help in keeping our studio looking beautiful and clean. We have installed a 
counter where students can eat and do homework.  PLEASE DO NOT EAT ON THE FLOOR OR 
LEAVE DRINKS ON THE CARPET!  PLEASE clean up after yourself!   Also, please remind stu-
dents that they are take all their belongings into the classroom with them.  Do not leave dance bags, 
coats, shoes etc. in the lobby.  NO FOOD OR DRINKS OTHER THAN WATER IN THE DANCE

Credit Cards:  We now accept Visa and Mastercard.  There is a 2% handling fee added to all pur-
chases.
